People who have dryer vents going out the roof are recommended to have the dryer vent duct work cleaned once a year.  Dryers are efficient when the duct work is no longer than 10 to 12 feet in length.  Most people will never clean their dryer vent and as a result, the heating element is burned out. 

Most customers will usually call an appliance repairman before having their dryer vent cleaned. The repairman thus refers them to a dryer vent cleaner.  Cleaning only the lint trap will not solve the problem. The vent usually has to be cleaned from the top of the roof down and usually from the bottom up.  Scott uses a steel rotor cable that will not break off in your dryer vent duct.  He sometimes has to reconstruct the vent system and the dryer vent cap to make the dryer work more effectively.
 Scott guarantees his work and the cost can vary from $115.00 to $165.00 depending on each individual situation which includes cleaning, labor to reconstruct the dryer vent cap and liner.











Scott also sells dryer vent supplies, including vent hoses, clamps, portable lint traps, and vent caps that will not clog.
